Placement rosettes will be awarded to the first through fourth place qualifying dogs in each class.  All qualifying scores will receive qualifying ribbons and choice of a toy or dog- related item.  A U-GRACH Bar, rosette and special gift will be awarded to any dog completing the U-GRACH title at these trials.

Notice to Exhibitors 

· The safety of the dogs is of primary importance. By entering this trial exhibitors acknowledge that they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport, and that their dogs are familiar with and able to perform all of the obstacles safely.  NEW RULES   www.UKCDOGS.COM
· Choke collars, pinch collars, electric and dummy electric collars are prohibited. Food and toys are not permitted in the course area. Handlers are not permitted to use whistles or other instruments or devices.
· It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dog and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the trial judges and/or trial committee, be asked to leave the show site. In such case, no refund of any fees will be made.
· Please be considerate of others and clean up after your dog at the trial site and motel facilities.   Owners/handlers not cleaning up after their dogs are subject to dismissal from the trial without refund.

· The Judge is not required to wait for any dog holding up the judging of a class.
· Incorrect / incomplete entries, late entries or entries received without the appropriate fees will not be accepted. They will be returned to the sender via U.S. Mail. (Minor questions may be handled by telephone if the entrant has indicated on the entry form that he/she will accept collect calls or by email if the entrant provides an address.)
· After the trial closes, no refunds will be given except for bitches in season. In this case, a Veterinarian’s certificate will be required and a $10.00 handling fee will be assessed.
· Bitches in season will not be allowed on the premises. 
· NO Alcohol, illegal drugs, or SMOKING permitted on the grounds.
Entry fees will not be refunded in the event a dog is absent, disqualified, excused or the trial is cancelled because of storms or other conditions beyond our control.

Directions to Trial Site
From Washington DC & Points North.  Take I395 to I495 north; follow I-495 north to I66 west.  Follow I66 west to Virginia Rte 234 south (bypass).  Follow Rte 234 south (bypass) to Business Rte 234 turn left.  Proceed approximately one mile to the FairGrounds.  Entrance on the left. Follow directions below Inside Fairgrounds. 
From Richmond, VA & Points South and East.   Take I-95 north to Route 234 north (Dumfries Road) Exit 152 Dumfries/Manassas.  Follow Rte 234 approximately 14 miles to Business Rte 234.  Turn right.  Proceed approximately one mile to the Fairgrounds entrance on the left.  Follow directions below Inside Fairgrounds.
From Frederick, MD & Points West.   Take US Rte 15 south to I-66 east (at Haymarket, VA).  Follow I-66 to Rte 234 South (bypass) Exit 44.  Follow Rte 234 south (bypass) to Business Rte 234, turn left.  Proceed approximately one mile to Fairgrounds Entrance on left.  Follow directions below Inside Fairgrounds.
Inside Fairgrounds. Enter at the main gate (right of Armory).  Go straight on that road until you are at a dead end facing trees.  Turn left and go past stored motor homes to the corner of the grounds.  Turn left and follow the tree line a very short distance to an opening in the trees on your right.  Turn right through the trees (you will be facing a horse arena).  Follow the dirt road to the left (keeping the horse arena on your right) and you will see 2 sheds and the Agility Fields.
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About the Trial 

On Saturday & Sunday, April 14 & 15, 2012, the Paws For Fun UKC club will hold 4 agility trials under the regulations of the United Kennel Club, Inc These off-lead trials are open to all UKC registered dogs that are 1 year of age or older. Agility I, II and III titling classes will be offered. Entry in the Agility II class is open to dogs with or without the Agility I title. A dog may be entered in the Agility I and Agility II classes at the same trial. Entry in the Agility III Class is open only to those dogs that have completed the requirements for the United Agility Champion title (UACH). 

The Agility I and Agility II classes will be split into two sections, A and B.  The Agility I-A class (AGI-A) will be open to dogs that have not earned a UKC UAGI title.  The Agility I-B class (AGI-B) will be open to all dogs.  Agility II-A class (AGII-A) will be open to dogs that have not earned a UKC UAGII title.  The Agility II-B class (AGII-B) will be open to all dogs. As provided in xviii of the Official UKC Agility Rulebook, the following are ineligible to compete in the A section of the Ag I and Ag II classes:  licensed or professional dog trainers, licensed agility judges, agility instructors, and handlers other than the owner or eligible member of the owner’s immediate family.  AG I B and AG II B dogs that have not yet titled in that class may also participate in the on-lead course familiarization as provided in section XX of the Official UKC Agility Rulebook.

  All points toward the United Agility Champion title (UACH) must be earned from the Agility I-B and the Agility II-B classes.  All points towards United Grand Agility Champion (UGRACH) must be earned from Agility I-B, Agility II-B, and Agility III classes.

Course familiarization will allow each dog entered in the A classes to attempt each obstacle, one time, on lead (no slip leads) prior to the start of judging.

Equipment will be provided courtesy of the Mattaponi Kennel Club. The trials will be held outdoors on grass.  All dogs must be on lead or crated except when exhibiting in the ring.

Jump Height Divisions

Divisions are determined by the height of the dog. No dog may jump higher than its assigned jump height.
· Be sure to indicate the correct division for your dog:

	Toy Division
	Height at withers up to and including 10” jumps 4”

	Division I 
	Greater than 10” up to and including 14” jumps 8”

	Division II
	Greater than 14” up to and including 20”jumps 14”

	Division III
	Greater than 20” jumps 20”
